Your Poetry Booklet will include AT LEAST SIX poems from the list below.

Poems you MUST include:

1. Ode – 
· must be at least 24 lines with a consistent rhyme scheme. 
· must express emotion toward a subject of your choice, such as a person, animal, or a thing.
2. Narrative – 

· must be at least 32 lines with a consistent rhyme scheme.
· tell a story with characters, setting, and conflict(s). (Ex. Casey at the Bat)
· focus on a small moment.

· make sure there is a theme.
3. Villanelle Poem –

· Look to your notes from class for how this poem must be written.

· Must be 19 lines and follow the format. (Look in this packet for a planning sheet if you need it.)
Choose THREE of the following to include in your poetry book as well:

1. Character Perspective – 

· free verse or rhyming and at least 24 lines.
· write to a character of your choice from this year or write as if you are the character.
· who the character is and what he/she has been through can and should be a part of the poem.
· include the name of the book and the character’s name somewhere on the page(s) of the poem.
2. Poetry Connection to Other Classes
· free verse or rhyming and at least 24 lines.
· write about something you have learned this year and/or write about something you worked hard on this year. For example, you could write about area and perimeter, digestion or cells, the American Revolution or another historical concept. Choose any class you wish!
· could be an ode, a narrative, or any other type.
3. Symbolism Poem
· MUST rhyme and be at least 24 lines.
· what your item or items are and how it/they is/are symbolic should be clear from what you write.
4. Your Message to the World – Connection to a Core Value
· free verse or rhyming and at least 24 lines.
· what you choose to write about must connect to the Core Values in some way.
· write about something from your lists of inspirations and universal topics from your writing journal. 

· use this as a time to explain how you plan to live your life so that you can have an impact on the world.
Poetry Book Requirements:
· If you type your poems, they MUST be typed at home. We will NOT have access to the laptops.

· If you type your poems, remember all poems should be single spaced within stanzas with a double space between the stanzas.
· If you type your poems, use 12 point font for the poems. Do not use too fancy of a font as it will be hard to read.
· Punctuate all of your poems based on our discussions in class. See me or another teacher for assistance if needed.

· Revise your poems throughout the writing process so that word choice is purposeful and thoughtful.

· Use figurative language, similes, and metaphors throughout your poetry writing. THIS WILL BE PART OF YOUR GRADE.
· You MUST create a title page. The title of your poetry booklet should be creative and insightful. Do NOT use My Poetry Book or ________________’s Poetry Book.
· An example of a good title is: 
· Daffodils, the Beach, and Maine: Reflections of Who I Am
· Create a title for each poem. Center and bold it at the top of the poem.
· Include a thoughtful and purposeful illustration, image, or artwork for every poem. The image/illustration should reflect the meaning of your poem.
· The order of your poems in the booklet is up to you.
